Session II, Women Breaking Barriers in Sports,
Business, and the Public Sector, was outstanding!

Serious stories of the physical challenges of off-road
motorcycle riding and the persistence it takes to
compete with the boys were laced with moments of
laughter. Heather “Crashing Girl” Wilson talked about
her path to off-road racing, the challenges of being
bullied by other women, and overcoming multiple
injuries to be the only women (to date) to stand on the
podium as a top three finisher in a national
championship. She ended her presentation with a
stunning video display of her riding expertise.

Louise Bourassa, Executive Director of Contra Costa
Interfaith Housing, began her presentation with an eye-
opening reminder of the 4000 homeless in Contra Costa
County and how 25+ different faith-based organizations
have come together to address homelessness,
addiction, and mental illness to help women and their
families make it on their own.

And Connie Cady, Data Manager for the Cancer
Prevention Institute of California by day and volunteer
sports coach by night, let us know what it is like to be
one female coach among 25+ male coaches.
Knowledgeable about Title IX, she was prepared for
some of the old challenges that coaches who coach
girls’ teams have had. She described stacking
techniques and how she stood up against it. She ended
her presentation by inviting us to think about why, with
so many more girls in sports today, there are so few
female coaches, professional or volunteer.

AAUW Federal Public Policy

AAUW Public Policy leadership provides broad and in-depth reports
on AAUW’s interests.  The three broad areas of interest are federal
issues relating to educational opportunities for women and girls,
promoting women’s economic security, and promoting and defending
civil rights.  Throughout the year, I will report on those specific
issues within the broader categories that are most relevant to our
members’ interests and occasionally on those issues that may attract
perspective members.

Educational Opportunities for Women and Girls
Sports Yield Long-Term Results for Girls, Women:  Reports released
this week solidify the need for Title IX and girl’s athletic programs,
proving that participation at a young age directly correlates to
increased health, education and employment later in life. One study
by Dr. Betsy Stevenson finds that since the inception of Title IX,
there has been a 20 percent education increase and a 40 percent
employment increase in women 25-34 years old.  Data by Dr. Robert
Kaestner also correlates playing sports as a child with a seven percent
decrease in obesity, as well as diabetes and other severe health risks,
for women in their 30s and 40s. 

Girls Up to the Space Challenge:  Last week, 12 middle school
students joined President Obama in a call to the International Space
Station to thank the astronauts for their work; each student was
allowed to ask one question. Nine of the 12 were girls who had placed
as finalists in engineering competitions across the country.

Navy allows women aboard submarines:   Defense Secretary Robert
Gates sent a letter to Congress this week, announcing the Pentagon’s
decision to allow women to serve on submarines.  Until now,
submarines were the only ship where women were banned, due to old
policies preventing ‘close-proximity,’ co-ed service. Women are
prohibited by the army from working “combat” jobs, but as their
roles in the present two wars continue to grow, military leaders like
Army Chief of Staff General George Casey predict changes to come. 
 
Women’s Bureau:  President Obama nominated Sara Manzano-Diaz
to be the 16th Director of the U.S. Department of Labor’s Women’s
Bureau. Ms. Manzano-Diaz was confirmed by the Senate on
February 11, 2010.
 
Wisconsin Sex Ed to Include Birth Control Discussion:  On Wednes-
day, Wisconsin Governor, Jim Doyle, signed a bill that requires all
public school sexual education classes to teach about birth control and
sexually transmitted diseases; forcing many school districts to shut
down their current abstinence-only programs. The new law does
provide school boards the authority to decide if the school will offer a
sex education class in general, but the curriculum must include these
topics. The bill allows a parent the right to remove their child from
any sex education class.

President Takes Steps to Improve Low Performing Schools:  On
Monday, President Obama announced new efforts designed to reduce
high school dropout rates and improve low-performing schools. The
administration will dedicate $3.5 billion to fund changes in the
nation’s 5,000 of the lowest-performing schools, $900 million to
provide “School Turnaround Grants,” and $50 million toward
decreasing the 2.1 million students who drop out of school every
year.

Promoting Women’s Economic Security

Wal-Mart Settles Sex-Discrimination Lawsuit:  Wal-Mart settled a
sex-discrimination lawsuit when it was sued for gender-discrimination
under the Equal Pay Act and Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of

1964.  The suit was filed by the U.S. Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission (EEOC) when it was revealed
that a Kentucky distribution center hired predominantly
men from 1998-2005.  Wal-Mart settled, agreeing to pay
more than $11.7 billion in back wages and compensatory
damages, and to hire female candidates for its next 50 job
openings.

More Mom’s in the Workplace:  Recent census data shows
that the current economic recession has resulted in more
women going back to work, moving from part-time to full-
time hours or becoming the household’s sole breadwinner.
With this in mind, the newly-formed White House Middle
Class Task Force is pushing for its proposals to be heard,
like aid for child care and families with elders or disabled
persons.

Unemployment Insurance Extension:  Senate Majority
Leader Harry Reid (D-NV) is working to extend unemploy-
ment benefits and health insurance through December for
unemployed Americans.  Reid’s proposal, in conjunction
with Medicaid assistance for struggling state budgets, holds
a $100 billion price tag and comes on the heels of the
recently passed $15 billion jobs bill.  With a February 28
deadline looming and a filibuster on the floor from Sen.
Bunning (R-KY), federal unemployment benefits will begin
to phase out this weekend.  Without a compromise this
weekend, hundreds of thousands will be left without
benefits for at least a week.

TANF Caseloads Increase in Recession:  A report issued
last year by Legal Momentum, the Center for Community
Change, Jobs with Justice, and the Institute for Policy
Studies asks Congress for $16.4 billion a year in order to
provide Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF)
with the resources and money needed to expand its
accessibility to more people who are in need of assistance. 
New data released from the U.S. Department of Health and
Human Services (HHS) shows the number of people
receiving TANF has increased by only 12 percent since the
beginning of the recession, though not accurately reflecting
the number of families in need. 
  
Overhaul of Federal Student Loans Programs:  The Student
Aid and Fiscal Responsibility Act (SAFRA), created to
provide students with the option for less expensive
government loans as an alternative to private bank loans,
has stalled in the Senate.  Sen. Tom Harkin (D-IA),
Chairperson of the Health, Education, Labor and Pensions
Committee chose to hold up SAFRA because it could still
be used to push health care reform forward.  In
Wednesday’s State of the Union address, the president
announced his plan to lower income-based repayments to
only 10 percent of one’s income in addition to forgiving
unpaid debt after twenty years. Senate Democrats must
now decide if these new policies should be added to
SAFRA or a new bill.
 
Federal Budget Released for FY11:  On February 1st,
President Barack Obama released his budget proposal for
FY11. The proposal, which follows and builds the Jan. 27
State of the Union address, offers a broad look at the state
of the national economy, outlines the administration’s fiscal
priorities, and promotes initiatives for federal departments
and agencies. The administration’s budget proposal contains
details on a number of proposals that are important to
AAUW, the highlights of which are summarized on
AAUW’s website.   Congress will spend the next several
months debating and working on passage of the individual

appropriations bills, which may or may not reflect the
president’s priorities.  

Lack of Paid Sick Days Connected to Spread of H1N1:  A new
briefing paper by the Institute for Women’s Policy Research
reports that in 2009, nearly 8 million employees took no time
off work while infected with the H1N1 flu.  The study relied on
data from the US Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
and the Bureau of Labor Statistics, ultimately suggesting that a
lack of paid sick days permitted the spread of H1N1 in the
workplace.
  
Take Action!  Join our Action Network; urge your representa-
tive to cosponsor the Healthy Families Act to ensure American
workers will be able to care for themselves and their families
during times of illness. 

New Definition for Welfare:  On Tuesday, the Federal govern-
ment announced that a new supplemental measure of poverty
will be released this fall that will alter the original definition and
threshold of ‘poverty’ in the US.  For the first time, the
threshold will be based on the costs of food, shelter, utilities, and
clothing for a family of only one parent and two children. In
addition, while tax credits will be included in income estimates,
taxes, out-of-pocket medical expenses and work expenses,
including child care, will qualify as deductibles.

Promoting and Defending Civil Rights

Title IX Suit Brought against LGBTQ Harassment
The parents of a 15-year-old gay student in upstate New York
are suing their school district for not providing their son
protection from sex stereotyping and discrimination required by
law under Title IX.  After knife threats, taunts of lynching and
harassment from both students and teachers, the family finally
filed suit when the boy suffered a sprained ankle from being
pushed down the stairs.  Many are hopeful that past Title IX
court decisions, combined with the Civil Rights Division’s
request to intervene on behalf of the family, will expand Title IX
to include sexual orientation as a part of sex stereotyping.
 
Women Wrestlers’ Suit Upheld by Appeals Court:  The Ninth
Circuit U.S. Court of Appeals ordered the University of
California at Davis on Monday to defend itself against sex
discrimination charges filed by a group of former wrestlers at the
school.  The court overturned a 2008 opinion by District Court
Judge Frank Damrell Jr. who ruled that the group of female
athletes had failed to notify the University that it was being
accused of discrimination, and that the University was not given
a chance to rectify the situation.  The 2007 case was brought
after several women were dropped from the team and reinstated
only to be forced to compete against men for their spots on the
team.  The appeals court has challenged the Davis’s record of
upholding the second prong of Title IX, “a history and continu-
ing practice of program expansion [for women athletes and
women’s teams],” and sided with the athletes’ right to sue the
University for discrimination under the Constitution’s Equal
Protection Clause.
 
Valenti: Women’s Movement Still Relevant:  The women’s
movement in the United States is far from over according to
Jessica Valenti, feminist blogger and founder of feministing.com,

in the Washington Post this week. Valenti believes many
Americans fail to recognize that women continue to be the target
of brutal crimes in the United States, citing the 2006 Amish
school girl massacre and the 2009 Pittsburg gym shooting as
circumstances where innocent women were the victims of
gender-based hate crimes. The reality is that, every day, women
in this country continue to be targets of abuse, rape, and murder.
  
Take Action! Help achieve equality for Women in the workforce
by urging your senators to support the Paycheck Fairness Act.

Louisiana Title IX Case Goes to Trial:  A Louisiana Title IX case,
Doe vs. Vermilion Parish School Board, will be heard next week. 
The American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) sued a public
middle school in Lafayette, Louisiana, for sex-segregation and
Title IX noncompliance for attempting to illegally sex-segregate
all classes without providing the mandatory co-ed option.  The
school temporarily made co-ed accommodations when it was
first investigated this past summer; however, parents at the
school complained and filed a lawsuit when the school an-
nounced that the only co-ed option included those with special
education plans.

President Obama Makes Final Push for Health Care:  This week,
President Obama made a last push for health care reform,
releasing his final proposal.  On Thursday, the White House
called for the reform to be completed by March 18th, leaving
Congress with only two weeks to pass the legislation. As a
result of the strict time constraints and the fear of a Republican
filibuster in the Senate, the House is expected to pass the more
moderate Senate bill to be sent to White House for the
president’s signature.  Once the bill becomes law, both chambers
are expected to make changes to the Senate bill through a process
known as reconciliation. A simple majority is required to pass a
bill through reconciliation, making Republican filibuster attempts
nearly obsolete.

Unemployment Benefits:  On Tuesday, President Obama signed
an extension of unemployment and COBRA health care benefits,
allowing those involuntarily terminated from their jobs to have
an additional month to qualify for access.  The extension was
easily passed in the House last week, but had been held up in the
Senate by lone Sen. Jim Bunning (R-KY), who insisted the $10
billion bill not be added to the federal deficit.  With the current
extension lasting only thirty days and the looming threat of
millions of unemployed Americans losing coverage, the Senate
will now work to pass legislation extending the benefits through
the end of the year.

Celebrating Women’s History Month:  This week, President
Obama declared March 2010 National Women’s History
Month.  AAUW has strong ties to this annual celebration as an
established historic organization that has helped - and continues
to help - women make history.   Check out all of the Women’s
History Month resources on AAUW’s blog!
