DonnaShalala, University president, former secretary of Health and Human Services

“The Emerging Scholar Award from AAUW was one of thefirst recognitions of a promising career. It meant the world to
me and gave me confidence to keep going!”

In 1976, Donna Shalala, who later becomes secretary of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, received the
Foundation'sAAUW Recognition Award for Emerging Scholars. Clearly, AAUW's view wasright on target, as Shalalahas
since become an accomplished scholar, teacher, and administrator. She received her undergraduate degreein history from
Western College for Women, and she earned her master's and doctoral degrees from the Maxwell School of Citizenship
and Public Affairsat Syracuse University. Shalala has held tenured professorships at Columbia University, the City
University of New York, and the University of Wisconsin, Madison. She also served as president of Hunter College of the
City University of New York and as chancellor of the University of Wisconsin, Madison. In 1993, President Clinton
appointed her Secretary of Health and Human Services (HHS), where she served for eight years, becoming the longest-
serving HHS secretary in U.S. history. At the end of her tenure at HHS, The Washington Post described her as "one of the
most successful government managers of modern times." Currently, Shalalais president of the University of Miami, a
position she has held since 2001. Under her leadership, the university has solidified its position among top U.S. research
universities and has successfully raised arecord-breaking $1.4 billion for its endowment, academic and research

programs, and facilities. Shalalawas awarded the Presidential Medal of Freedom, the nation's highest civilian honor, by
President George W. Bushin 2008.

and very little money and that, of course, was the requirement for everything that came after. I've tried to say 'thanks' by
giving to AAUW each year the same dollar amount as my original fellowship."

Marinavon Neumann Whitman, a professor of business administration and public policy at the University of Michigan,
received an American Fellowship from AAUW in 1961. Appointed by President Nixon to serve asthe first woman on the
Council of Economic Advisers, she championed equality for women in the workplace and social responsihbility inthe
global marketplace. From 1979to0 1992, shewas an officer at General Motors, first asvice president and chief economist
and later as vice president and group executive for public affairs. Whitman serves on the boards of Procter & Gamble,
Unocal, the National Bureau of Economic Research, and the Institute for International Economics. Sherecently retired
from the boards of Alcoa and JPMorgan Chase. A recipient of numerous fellowships, honors, and awards, sheisalso a
member of the American Academy of Artsand Sciences, the Council on Foreign Relations, and the Phi Beta Kappa
Society. Whitman isthe author of several books and has also moderated a TV series, Economically Speaking, on PBS. She
iscurrently chairing asurvey of 2,000 corporations worldwide regarding their views on and responsesto exchange-rate
volatility. The survey isjointly sponsored by the Conference Board and the Group of 30. Whitman received abachelor's
degreein government from Radcliffe College and master'sand doctoral degreesin economicsfrom ColumbiaUniversity.

On June 10, 1963, President John F. Kennedy signed the
Equal Pay Act, makingitillegal for employersto pay men
and women different wages for the samework. Rep. Julia
Butler Hansen (D-WA), far right, who was also an AAUW
member, attended the signing ceremony. At that time,
women earned only 59 centsfor every dollar earned by
men.

Despite the passage of the EPA more than 45 years ago,
the average woman now earns 78 cents for every dollar
earned by her male counterpart. If you have not recently
sent a message to Washington D.C., now is the perfect
time to urge your senators to support the Paycheck
FairnessAct (S. 182).
